Commission, we also have some projects to 
fulfill for creating JoCo Grows Agriculture barn 
murals all through the county on participating 
farms. Part of that same funding allows us to 
facilitate JoCo Grows mini cost-share grants for 
farmers to farm signs and do other marketing 
projects. Intern will assist with all the projects 
mentioned above.
